Reference is made to the decision by the Economic and Social Council on the proposal of the
Government of the Plurinational State of Boliviato amend article 49, paragraphs 1 (c) and 2 (€) of the
above Convention, to initiate the procedures established in article 47, paragraph 1 (b), which states that
the parties shall be asked whether they accept the proposed amendment and also asked to submit to the
Economic and Social Council any comments on the proposal. The Secretary-General communicated to
all States concerned the text of the Council’s decision in depositary notification C.N.474.20009.
TREATIES-3 dated 30 July 20009.

On 21 December 2010, the Secretary-General received a note verbale dated 17 December 2010
from the Permanent Mission of Colombiato the United Nations addressed to the secretariat of the
Economic and Social Council, transmitting a letter dated 1 December 2010 from the Minister for
Foreign Affairs of Colombiato the President of the Council, on the matter. The Secretary-General
subsequently communicated to the Council, by way of a Note by the Secretary-General, the note verbale
from the Permanent Mission of Colombia.

On 18 January 2011, the Secretary-General received from the Economic and Social Council the
attached Council document E/2011/7 dated 23 December 2010 for circulation to all States parties.
